FAIRGROUNDS SPEEDWAY

2010 TRACK AND RUNNING RULES

1. There will be NO racing to the yellow in any class.

2. If you cause a yellow or are involved in a yellow and stop on the track you will tag the pack.

3. All cars entering the pits will tag the pack.  If the track goes red and you go to the pits, you must tag the pack.

4. On the red flag, there will be no working on the cars on the racing surface.  All work must be done in the pits.

5. Any driver flagrantly ignoring the black flag or any decision by an official will forfeit all points and money for that race date.  If violations continue, the car and driver will forfeit all points for the entire racing season.

6. The second lap a driver receives a black flag, for any reason, and doesn’t leave the track, he/she will be scored last in that race or be disqualified.

7. When you receive a checkered flag, leave the track or go to appropriate area.  This means no cool off laps.

8. Restart:  After the second restart, the flagman may elect to start single file.

9. You will get two laps on a first restart automatically, but when you rejoin the pack, you will tag.

10. Texas Starting/Anticipating the green is NOT allowed!  You must be single file until past the cone.  If you hit the cone or go underneath it, you will be docked.  You will be docked on the next yellow, two positions for every car you jumped.  If a yellow does not appear, then you will be docked on the finish two positions for each car jumped.  If you are caught more than once in one race, you may be sent to the back of the pack or black flagged.

11. All cars are required to line up in the staging area before each race and must be ready to go as soon as they are sent out.  If you come out of staging late, you will tag the pack.  If you are not staged when your race is called, you will not be allowed on the track.  While in staging, be sure you are not blocking the road onto the track.  

12. All drivers are responsible for their crewmembers until they leave the racing facility.  Remember, the driver will be penalized if his/her crew gets out of line.

13. The conditions listed below all carry penalties.  Penalties can be fines, loss of points, loss of positions, suspensions or all of the above depending on the severity of the infraction.

A. Rough driving.

B. Speeding in the pits, which includes the track exit road.

C. Anyone drinking alcohol or using drugs in the pits (or in the grandstands and returning to pits).

D. Anyone pushing, attacking or continuously harassing an official.

E. Anyone fighting at the racing facility.

F. Anyone with firearms or weapons.

G. Anyone crossing or going onto the track or infield at any time – this includes red flags.

H. Any driver or crewmember going to the flagstand or scoring tower and harassing an official.

I. Any driver stopping at the flagstand and arguing with the flagman.  This also includes the line up person on the back straight.

14.  If you do not make your heat, you will NOT be put into another heat and will have to tag the semi.  No car will be allowed in more than one heat per night.  Each car will only have one driver per race date.

15. The driver earns points, not the car.  Each car can run in only one class per race date.  Drivers will only be allowed to run in one class per race date.
16. Cars will be inspected and any unsafe conditions will be told to the driver and must be corrected before the next race.  Any car deemed too hazardous to race will NOT race!  Courtesy races will be considered for out of town cars only.  This will be at the discretion of the officials.

17. All cars must start the event with all body parts on.  Body parts may only be removed if damaged in an accident.  (You must contact official before continuing)
18. Any injuries must be reported before you leave the facility or insurance will not be in effect.

19. All drivers must be at least 16 years of age unless stated otherwise in specific class rules. No one under 14 years of age will be allowed in the pits.  Those 14 through 18 years of age must have a Parental Consent form completed and on file with Fairgrounds Speedway before they can enter the pits.

20. There will be NO glass containers or bottles allowed anywhere at Fairgrounds Speedway.

21. These running rules may be changed for certain races.  In those races, changes will be gone over at the drivers’ meeting.  All car specifications and track and running rules are at the discretion of the track officials.

22. Drivers are expected to attend the drivers meetings prior to racing.

The rules and/or regulations set forth herein are designed to provide for the orderly conduct of racing events and to establish minimum acceptance requirements for such events.  These rules shall govern the conditions of all events, and by participating in these events, all participants are deemed to have complied with these rules. The race director shall be empowered to permit minor deviations from any of the specifications herein or impose any further restrictions that in his/her opinion do not alter the minimum acceptance requirements.  NO EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED WARRANTY SHALL RESULT FROM SUCH ALTERATIONS OF SPECIFICATIONS.  Any interpretations or deviation of these rules is left to the discretion of the officials.  THEIR DECISION IS FINAL.
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
